 This year ly repor t illustrates the var ied needs our  community 
continues to generate as we move forward.  Your  Police Depar tment 
will continue to work towards making Mukwonago a safe community.   
  
 Dur ing this past year , our  depar tment and community benefited 
from the generosity of some citizens.

With this money, we were able to purchase an emergency defibr illator  
for  a patrol squad and other  equipment.  Three of the patrol squads are 
now equipped with defibr illators.     
  
 On behalf of the Village of Mukwonago Police Depar tment, I  
want to thank the Lueck family and the Mukwonago L ions Club for  
their  generosity.  I t is with their  assistance and through the continued 
suppor t of the entire community that we all work together  to  make 
Mukwonago a safe place to live, work, and play.

SCHOOL LIAISON OFFICER PROGRAM 



 
   The Police Liaison program began in December 1999 and is the result of a partnership 
with the Village of Mukwonago Police Department and the Mukwonago Area School 
District.  The Mukwonago High School provides the officer with an office, telephone, 
radio, computer and other equipment to assist the officer in the performance of his duties.   
The officer also responds to matters involving students at the Parkview Middle School.   
   This program is a proactive approach towards reducing and preventing problems 
associated with adolescents in the school.  The program assists in providing the students 
with a safe learning environment and preventing incidents of school violence.  Officer 
Brook is also involved in many programs in the Mukwonago High School and the 
community: 
     �  Prime for Life is a program which provides research based drug and alcohol  
         information to at risk students. 
     �  Tobacco Abatement Resolution program works with tobacco at risk users in 
          developing measures to stop using tobacco products. 
     �  Coordinator of crime stoppers and the Quick 50 Program. 
     �   Mukwonago Community Benefit Committee- works with Pro Health Care and 
          other community advisors in identifying needs of area residents. 
    
  Officer Brook is a member of the Wisconsin Association of School Resource Officers 
and the National Association of School Resource Officers.

TACTICAL ENFORCEMENT TEAM (SWAT) 
 
   The Village of Mukwonago Tactical Team trains on a nearly monthly basis.  The 
training consists of joint training with the Walworth County Sheriff’s SWAT team as 
well as in-house training.  Officers are also sent to specialized training, such as room 
clearing techniques and sniper in-service. 
   There were no call outs in 2005 for the SWAT team. 
MUKWONAGO POLICE EXPLORER POST #429 



 
     The Mukwonago Police Explorer Post #429 is a joint venture between the Village of 
Mukwonago Police Department and the Town of Mukwonago Police Department.  Post 
#429 is sponsored by the Boy Scouts of America, Potawatomi Area Council, Waukesha, 
WI.  The program is open to young men and women, ages 14 through 20.  The major goal 
of the program is to provide the structure and resources needed for the youth of America 
to learn about career opportunities, to make ethical choices, and to achieve their full 
potential as individuals.   
     The advisors for  Mukwonago Post #429 are Officer Andrew Mack and Officer Chris 
DeMotto.  The explorers train nearly once a month.   
     The Mukwonago Police Explorers participated in many community events in 2005.  
They assisted officers at all of the parades in the Village.  The explorers participated in 
two child fingerprinting programs.  One was at the Waukesha County Community Safety 
Week event at the Brookfield Square Mall.  The second event was at the Super Wal-Mart 
Store in the Village.  The explorers fingerprinted children and provided the children’s 
parents with the fingerprints if the need for them would ever arise.   
     Membership in the explorer post remains at 13 members.  Former members of our 
Explorer Post are currently working as Police Officers in Milwaukee and New Berlin.  A 
current explorer is attending Waukesha County Technical College, obtaining an associate 
degree in the Police Science program. 
 
OFFICER OF THE YEAR 
 
     Over the last six (6) years, the Mukwonago VFW Post 7221 has sponsored a Police 
Officer of the Year award.  This award is presented to a member of the Mukwonago 
Police Department who has shown and continues to show the positive qualities that our 
community has come to expect from their law enforcement officers.  Each January, 
members of our department nominate an officer they feel is deserving of this award.  The 
Chief then evaluates the nominations and selects a winner.  This winner is then presented 
the award by the Veterans of Foreign Wars post. 
     The winner of the award for 2004 was Patrol Officer Robert Melo.  Bob started with 
our department in June of 1988 as a Police Reserve Officer.  In 1990, he applied for and 
was selected for a fulltime position as a Police Officer.  From the very beginning, Bob 
has been an active member of our department and a dedicated law enforcement 
employee.  He has been a member of our tactical team for many years.  He has 
successfully attended counter sniper schools sponsored by the FBI, Milwaukee County 
Sheriff’s Department, the Waukesha County Sheriff’s Department, and national programs 
such as Snipercraft.  He continues to be one of the best rifle shots in our area.  Bob also is 
one of our Police Department armorers responsible for the care and maintenance of our 
department firearms.  He has conducted drug investigations requiring the use of search 
warrants and is currently our department liaison officer with the Waukesha County Metro 
Drug Unit.  Bob recently completed an investigation involving the Bureau of Alcohol, 
Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives and a village resident involved in weapons violations.  
His actions and persistence reflect well on Officer Melo.  I consider him an important 
part of the Village of Mukwonago Police Department. 
     I was pleased to present Officer Robert Melo to VFW Post 7221 as our Officer of the 
year for 2004.

CHILD SAFETY SEAT PROGRAM 
 
     A total of 83 child safety seats were inspected by certified child safety seat technicians 
of the Mukwonago Police Department.  We conducted seven (7) dates of child safety seat 
fittings, utilizing weekdays and weekends, each session lasting three (3) hours.  Six 
sessions were held at the Mukwonago Police Department and one session was held at the 
DN Greenwald Medical Center in conjunction with their Safety Day program.  The 
majority of the fittings were walk-ins completed at the department.  The second most 
fittings occurred at the Safety Day at the medical center on May 21, 2005.   
     Approximately 70 % of the child safety seats inspected were not properly installed.  
The majority of the problems were improperly being secured to the vehicle’s seat.  Other 
problems found included loose harness straps, harness clip retainers not properly 
positioned or not used at all, and improper use of locking clips. 
     A total of eight (8) child safety seats were provided to participants.  One seat was 
provided on a traffic stop where a child was unrestrained in a vehicle.  The reasons for 
providing these seats are listed below:

2005 MATTER OF REPORTS 

     In addition to the 490 Criminal Reports the department took in 2005, we also had 296 

Matter Of Record reports.  Some examples of matter of reports are arrests for serious 

traffic offenses (operating auto while intoxicated, etc...), suicides, sudden deaths, child 

custody disputes, lost property for insurance purposes, or neighbor disputes.   

     Another example of matter of reports is emergency detentions.  Whenever a person is 

deemed to be a harm to themselves or others, an emergency detention must be completed 

by an officer.  The person is transported to Waukesha Memorial Hospital for a medical 

clearance.  An adult is then transported to the Waukesha County Mental Health Center.  

A juvenile is then transported to the Child Adolescent Treatment Center on the 

Milwaukee County Medical grounds.  In 2005, our department took out 15 emergency 

detention matter of reports.
